At 11am it was raining like Noah and the 
Ark and we were still setting up tables and chairs 
and I really was having doubts about the evening 
festivities.  At about 2pm I looked to the west and 
saw a blue horizon.  It still took another 3 hours to 
get here, but it did finally arrive and the evening 
was beautiful with games, great food and 
conversation.

T 
he scene is a dark London street with rain 
coming down.  A few lights send out a 
soft glow in the foggy air.  A man walks 
down the street with the back collar of his 

London fog around his neck.  He shivers in the cold.  
A dog barks in the background somewhere, and a 
car door shuts.  Our hero takes out a cigarette, 
lights it and breathes in its aroma.  Then a voice 
cries out, “You are never alone with a strand 
cigarette.”  This commercial is like a Hitchcock 
movie.  It is very gripping, but unfortunately the 
commercial didn’t work.  No one bought the 
cigarette.  In a couple of weeks, the commercial was 
cancelled and the cigarettes were taken from the 
shelves.  No one wanted to be associated with this 
dark dreary kind of world.  People want to be 
around sunny, alive and vibrant things. 
 

T his story helps us understand maybe what Jesus 
is getting at when He asks the apostles who 

people say He is.  They give the answers of John 
the Baptist, Elijah, or one of the prophets. And then 
Peter gives the answer that Jesus is the Messiah.  
Ah, finally someone got it right.  But do we really 
think Peter knew what he was saying?  Like a 
teacher in school we might be tempted to say OK 
you got the answer. Was it a guess, or do you have 
some way to prove it? 
 

J esus asks us today “Who do you say that I am?”  
When we were kids we may have seen Jesus as 

the all powerful one who could do anything.  At 
another time He may have been a kindly miracle 
worker who used His power to help the sick and 
suffering.  Still again, He may have been a political 
activist trying to break down social and cultural 
barriers.  I believe it is a very important question to 
try and answer who Jesus is for us. 

O ne question I want to pose is do you think Jesus 
was happy?  This may seem like an odd 

question, but I think it can help us to identify who 
Jesus is for us.  Do you think Jesus was happy with 
life? With His life? Or was He like some kamikaze 
who was bent on self-destruction?  In this Gospel 
today Jesus calls to mind for the first time His call to 
suffer and die, and the call of the apostles to do 
likewise. 
 

I  for one happen to think that Jesus was happy and 
content in His life even as He made His way to 

Jerusalem to suffer and die.  I believe He was 
happy even when He saw so many others who were 
suffering much and dying.  I think that even Jesus 
had to admit that He could only do so much, that He 
could only deal with the people who He ran into on 
any given day, and then had to leave the rest of it 
up to the Father. 
 

W hen Jesus asks us the question of who we think 
He is, would it be OK to say He is the happy 

content ONE who is still called to suffer and die, 
and that He is OK with that.  Yes, we are called to 
follow in Christ’s footsteps of suffering and self-
denial but that does not mean that our whole life 
has to be a dirge.  May the peace and happiness 
of Christ always be in our minds and hearts.
